     Class Discussion -- Students will Turn and Talk types of reference materials
     ActiVotes -- Students will be given questions and have to determine which reference source would best answer each question.  Students' answers are reported in a graph; there is no way to know a specific student's response.
     Worksheets -- Students will work independently to answer multiple choice questions in which they will have to determine which reference source best meets an information need.  Worksheets will be graded by LMS intern.  LMS intern will provide a report to each of the teachers so each knows where their class stands.
Adaptations and Extensions:
Adaptations, Challenged: 
     Both Hathaway and Hollar report that their students are at grade reading level and no adaptations to the lesson will be necessary.  Mrs. Eisenhower's class has some students will special needs (although none of her students require an aide).  If needed, students in Mrs. Eisenhower's class may complete the multiple choice worksheet in pairs.  However, as this lesson is a review for the SOL test, working in pairs will only be done on an absolutely as needed basis.
     After the worksheets are graded, if student performance requires it, an addition review class will be given in order to better prepare students for the SOL test.

Those students who do not require further review, will have the opportunity to get into the reference sources and look for answers to reference questions.
